2. Attend one of the following high-schools: Dover High school, Caesar Rodney High school, PolyTech High school, Early College High school, Lake Forest High school or Smyrna High school
3. Demonstrate acceptance to an accredited 4 year college or university
4. Have a GPA of 2.75 or higher
4. Complete the application in its entirety

2.Current school transcripts (unofficial)
3. Two (2) letters of recommendation 
4. Completed essay or video
5. Headshot
6. College Accepted letter required before distribution of award

Scholarship Timeline
Scholarship applications will open on Monday December 2, 2024 and close on Monday April 7th 2025. 
Applications are reviewed and scored by the Scholarship Committee, NAACP leaders who volunteer their time to read applications, review transcripts, and select recipients for approval. If selected, you will be notified via email. Decisions of the selection committee are final and cannot be appealed. All recipients will be asked for a headshot and bio. By accepting the award, recipients give the Central Delaware NAACP to release your name and likeness for press releases and future scholarship promotions.
Recipients will be asked to attend and will receive two (2) complimentary tickets to the Annual Central Delaware Freedom Fund Banquet where they will be listed in the program and recognized for their achievements.
Members of the Central Delaware NAACP Education Committee will make every effort to attend any high school awards ceremony to present acknowledgements of the scholarship award.
